e Work through the steps of Time is on your Side video-based learning module.

o Watch the videos in steps 1 and 3.
o Talk through the questions in step 2.
e Reflect on how this learning module offers ways for youth to reflect on their learning.
Setting Goals (10 min)

e Show the participant the Example Table Tent for Reflection.

o What could you use a table tent like this for?
o How could this kind of table tent support your youth?
e Ask the participant:

o Write a way that you can incorporate reflection with a table tent discussion with
an upcoming lesson. Write the questions they will use on a blank piece of paper
for the table tent.

e Set up atime to observe how the table tent instruction goes.

After the Session

e Follow up with your participant to see how the table tent implementation went. Try to
be supportive and helpful, not evaluative.
